Every Year teachers analyze, alter, and expand curriculum, and this 
year is no exception.  Sixth grade Earth Science too their classroom 
to the great outdoors of Lassen Park for a hands-on exploration of 
volcanoes.  The 7th grade Life Science classes are growing 
“something” in aquariums donated by parents.  Soon they will be examining micro organ-
isms with newly purchased microscopes.  In the 9th grade, Advisory curriculum has been 
revised with an eye to the new gender based groups.  Yes, the boys and girls are separated 
for these classes, which teachers hope will prove to be an effective way to deliver the cur-
riculum.  Juniors entered a writing contest, sponsored by the Word Nerds and Penguin 
Books; they had to use a minimum of 60 words from the S.A.T. list in a story that had a title 
beginning with “Confessions of….”  Perhaps I should chronicle an anecdote about the erudi-
tion,  . I’ll call it “Confessions of a Superintendent/Principal….” 
 
 There is exciting news about new courses.  For the first time in this area we are offering AP 
Environmental Science; U-Prep has partnered with ROP so this class is open to all Shasta 
County high school students.  These students also went on the Lassen trip and became in-
formational guides for the 6th graders.  Other new courses include Honors Art V, Mandarin 
III, Russian II, and Physical Geography (part of the Rota).  Recently our dance and Mixed 
Choir classes were accepted for fine arts credit by the UC; our journalism classes were also 
accepted for elective credit.  High School students must have earned a “C” or better in 15 
classes that meet the UC’s a-g requirement; U-Prep offers 59 a-g certified courses, 
 
 U-Prep’s charter was renewed by the SUHSD Board of Trustees on November 12th; the term 
is for five years, which is the maximum allowable.  Our positive relationship, with SUHSD 
under the leadership of new superintendent Jim Cloney, continues to expand as we share 
world language students and teachers and work together to maintain and improve with 
beautiful facility.  U-Prep was also one on 343 schools statewide identified by the California 
Department of Education as eligible to apply for Distinguished School status.  The CDE has 
changed its requirements for eligibility; we were selected because our scores indicate that 
we are closing the achievement gap at U-Prep.  If we are selected for a visit, a team from 
CDE will visit the school sometime between January and March. 
 
 As in the past our students have been busy with community service and charitable projects.  
In November, the junior high leadership class conducted a successful canned food drive for 
the Rescue Mission and Interact club members worked with Redding Rotary to pack and 
deliver their Thanksgiving boxes.  The Peer Mentoring class had a toy drive and Interact 
adopted a family for Christmas.  U-Prep students have a commitment to making a positive 
difference in the lives of others.  I see that daily in their interactions with each other as well 
as in their charitable endeavors.  I have so much respect for the students who lead these 
activities and for the staff members who support them.  Thank you to the students, the staff 
and the parents who make U-Prep a great place to be.  We wish you all a safe, happy, fam-
ily-filled holiday.

 December proved to be another productive month.  On 12/11 we administered the PLAN test.  The PLAN is the pre-test for the 
ACT, one of two assessments acceptable for college admissions.  The PLAN is geared for sophomores and our goal was to test as 
many sophomores who were interested.  Juniors and freshmen may take the PLAN as well.   PLAN Score Reports should be avail-
able sometime in January 2009.  
 
 We’re still waiting for the PSAT Score Reports to arrive.  We will send home the score reports with your students as soon as we 
receive them from the CollegeBoard.  High school finals were administered on 12/16-12/18.  We appreciate all the hard work stu-
dents have put forth while studying for their finals and end-of-semester exams.   
 
 This year’s STAR Pass Incentive went off without a hitch.  Using the STAR test results from 2007/08, students in grades 9-12 
could earn one STAR Pass if they met one of the following criteria: 

!" Advanced standing in two or more areas of testing       - OR - 
·        Achieve a higher level of performance in two or more areas of testing 

 
 The STAR Pass released students from having to take one final exam of their choice during fall semester in a core subject (Math, 
Science, English, History, and Foreign Language) with the exception of Economics because it is an end-of-course exam.  

Over 90 students qualified for a STAR Pass.  The purpose of the Star Pass Incentive is to maintain student motivation to take STAR 
testing seriously and to put forth his/her best efforts.  For Questions, contact Mrs. Gatlin @ 245-2713.

Just attend  U-Prep’s Cash for College Workshop, complete an exit evaluation and submit the FAFSA and your verified Cal Grant 
GPA by the March 2 Cal Grant deadline.  If we have 25 U-Prep seniors in attendance, one recipient will be selected to win a $1,000 
scholarship and be notified after the March 2 deadline in May 2009.  Scholarships must be used to pursue an Associates or Bache-
lors degree at 2-year or 4-year public or private degree-granting institutions in Fall of 2009 (within or outside California).  There 
are other performanced based scholarships available up to 4,000.  Please watch for information to be mailed home with senior re-
port cards.   
Seniors/Parents: remember to register for your FAFSA PIN at http://www.pin.ed.gov so you are ready to complete your FAFSA in 
January.  The PIN serves as an electronic signature.  For students who need letters of recommendation and/or secondary school 
report information mailed to colleges, please give Mrs. Gatlin and teachers at least two weeks notice. 
 
 Counselor Intern, Matt Williams, will be joining U-Prep’s Counseling Center for the spring semester.  We welcome Matt to U-
Prep!  Starting in February, Mrs. Gatlin will be out on leave until May, but will regularly check her e-mail.

Senior Parents –  
Whether your student is going to Shasta College or to a 4 year university, it is time to start thinking about financial aid for your student for next 
year (09-10).  The Free Application for Federal Student Aid or FAFSA is the most important piece for your student’s financial support in col-
lege.  No matter what your income, I recommend filling out a FAFSA for your student because even non-need based scholarships require a com-
pleted FAFSA.  The FAFSA is available starting January 1st but there are some things you can do now to prepare: 
!" One parent and the student both need to apply for a PIN # (or signature) at www.fafsa.ed.gov 
!" Start gathering your financial information together for 2008 – the more organized you are the better. 
Figure out an estimated annual income for 2008 to use on the FAFSA before you do your taxes next year 

If you take some time in December to prepare for the FAFSA, it will make the process run smoothly and the sooner you are able to fill out the 
FAFSA more money is available to you!

Interact has had a busy fall semester. In November, 24 of the club’s students 
assisted Rotary in filling food boxes for 245 needy families in Shasta County.  
The students then picked a family to adopt for Christmas; they really got into 
the spirit of the season selecting and buying gifts and cheerfully wrapping them 
in hopes of making a family’s holiday a little brighter.  Coming in January, the 
club will host a Coin War between high school classes; the proceeds will go to Ro-
tary’s Eradication of Polio fund.  Students will also be working on the District 
Project which is the LN-4 Prosthetic Hand; the parts for each hand are $50 and 
the students put them together. 228 hands have been placed on amputees in 
Vietnam and East Africa.  2,000 people are involved in land mine accidents every 
month-one person every 26 minutes.
