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Lockdowns and Student Safety

Just recently | had the occasion to ask a group of high school students what they thought was
my first priority at school. | was pleased that they knew my paramount concern is their
safety. With a lockdown here followed by a hostage situation at a high school in Oroville, it’s
not surprising that safety is on everyone’s mind. Although it turned out that no one at school
was in any danger, it’s always good to have a lock down to see where we can improve our
procedures. One thing that parents should know is that the school phones are immediately
put on evening status so that the phones don’t ring in the office and alert an intruder to look
for people. In the same way, students are directed to turn off their cell phones until after the
lock down is over. As a parent | can appreciate that family members want information as
soon as possible, but, again, there is danger in ringing or buzzing phones as well as the
sounds of voices answering those calls. As soon as the lock down is over, students will be
allowed to make calls. After the incident at Las Plumas, school personnel found it very
helpful to allow students to phone, text and email family as these actions prevented a great
deal of panic. Students were able to communicate what had happened so that families knew
to disregard the far scarier rumors. If the school goes into an extended lock down situation
law enforcement or off-site school personnel will provide a number where parents and family
can call for information. As always, parents should not come to the school as they will not be
allowed on campus.

They’re Coming...

The much anticipated arrival of the Visiting Committee (VC) will begin on Sunday, October
21st with a tour of the school and a meet-and-greet in the late afternoon. On Monday,
Tuesday, and Wednesday the VC will be in classrooms talking with teachers and students.
They will also meet focus groups, Board members, parent volunteers and organization
officers, student groups (e.g.: Student Government), and SUHSD representatives. It will be a
busy 3 2 days, and it will culminate with the VC’s comments about the school at a brief
meeting in the Marr on Wednesday afternoon. The VC members will touch on the strengths
and areas for growth that they identified during their visit. A full report and their
recommendation for our term will be sent to the Accrediting Commission. We will receive a
copy of the report but will not know what term has been recommended. Our Focus on
Learning self study is now online.

WASC UPDATE
Now that the self study is completed (and online), we are preparing for the arrival of the
Visiting Committee. The PPC has graciously offered to prepare lunch on October 22" for the
focus groups, which consist of staff, students, Board, parents, and community members.
Teachers have been collecting “evidence” to share with the VC. Evidence is just student work,
that demonstrates different levels of proficiency and addresses the academic standards or the
SS8Gs or both. We are also preparing Room 183 for the VC; this is where they will discuss
their findings and prepare and write their report.
What does the VC do while they’re here? A great deal of the committee’s time will be spent
observing in classrooms; talking to students, parents, and staff; meeting with district and
school leadership, and examining evidence and data. After spending the whole school day
with us, the VC then devotes several hours a day to writing and refining the report. Several
of our staff members have served on Visiting Committees in the past, and they have
suggestions for how we can make the visit comfortable and productive for the VC. If you're
on campus during the visit (10-22 — 10-24) we would love to have you meet the VC and
become part of the process.

Thanks to all the students who signed up to take the PSAT on October 17  th, The registration fee
was $12.00. The final PSAT order is in and we will be testing 90 students.

The PSAT assesses critical reading, mathematics, and writing skills, gives specific suggestions on how
to improve your academic skills, and provides an opportunity to prepare for the SAT Reasoning Test,
which uses similar questions and the same directions. Juniors can qualify for Merit Scholarships,
depending on their score. Taking the PSAT allows you to compare scores with other college-bound
students around the country, provides feedback on skill strengths and weaknesses, students can
receive free information from colleges and scholarship programs, and allows free access to My
College QuickStart for college and career planning.

Parents of U-Prep Athletes
Just a short note to let you know what we are doing to insure the growth and viability of U-Prep Athletics:

All fall student-athletes have brought home (or should have) a sponsor sheet. Students are asked to return the
completed form as soon as possible to their coaches. Each student who participates on an athletic team (of any
kind) is asked to return the form with the names and addresses of 12 people he/she thinks might be interested in
sponsoring his/her athletic efforts for the year. If a student-athlete competes on multiple teams, and we
encourage all our athletes at U-Prep to do this, they still only submit 12 sponsors names and addresses.

The only student-athletes who will be receiving sponsor sheets in the winter and spring will be student-athletes
who have not yet participated in a sport. If you have not received this form from your student-athlete, please
ask them to show it to you (if they have lost the form, their coach can supply them with another.)

Our goal is to narrow the number of times supporters are asked to contribute to athletics while expanding the
number of supporters we invite to become involved. That is why we are eliminating all “a-thons:” shoot-
athons, run-athons, jog-athons, swim-athons, etc.

Athletics is an expensive proposition, as those of you who have athletes in the family can attest. That U-Prep
has been able to support such a large and varied sports program and at such a successful level is a testament to
the hard work of parents, coaches, Athletic Boosters, and the student-athletes, themselves. Officiating fees
alone cost us over $15,000 (and this amount will be higher this year as we field more teams) last year;
uniforms, equipment, league fees, tournament fees, etc all add to the cost.

I would also ask all of you who have athletes who compete at U-Prep to seriously consider joining U-Prep
Athletic Boosters. 1 assure you without their constant energy and assistance (money, too), our athletic
program would be severely curtailed. There are three different levels of membership, so choose the
membership that best suits your interest.
